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MUHAMMAD BY MARTIN LINGS

“Show me just what Muhammad brought that was new and there you will find things only evil and 

inhuman, such as his command to spread by the sword the faith he preached.” 

In September 2006, the Pope’s words sparked a wave of anger throughout the Muslim world. Un-

fortunately, they were also a reminder of much of the world’s ignorance 

towards Islam, and particularly toward our noble Prophet Muhammad. 

Google search results for “Muhammad” are proof of this. Especially after 

the Danish cartoon controversy, and on a more local level, the recent anti-

Muslim rally at U of M, it is now more important than ever that Muslim 

youth learn about our great role model, Prophet Muhammad. This is why 

I recommend Muhammad: His life based on the earliest sources, by Mar-

tin Lings. 

This book is unique among English books on the Prophet in that it is writ-

ten as a novel, one that is hard to put down. The Prophet and his compan-

ions are portrayed as real people that the reader can relate to. Lings brings 

the story of the Prophet to life for any reader, Muslim or non-Muslim 

alike.  

Lings’ writing style is just as unique as his narrative style. His choice of 

words truly reflect the greatness of his story. In the following excerpt Lings characterizes Salman 

al-Farisi as a strong Muslim that was beloved to the Prophet, as well as the camaraderie between 

the companions of the Prophet: 

“They continually reminded each other that the time was short. The enemy would 

soon be upon them, and if any man showed signs of flagging he was at once an ob-

ject of mockery. Salman, on the other hand, was an object of admiriation, for he was 

not only very strong and able-bodied but for years he had been used to digging and 

carrying for the Bani Qurayzah. ‘He doth the work of ten men,’ they said, and a 

friendly rivalry started up between them. ‘Salman is ours,’ the Emigrants claimed, 

in virtue of his having left many homes in search of guidance. ‘He is one of us,’ the 

Helpers retorted; ‘we have more right to him.’ But the Prophet said: ‘Salman is one 

of us, the people of the House.’” (pg. 217) 

The author, Dr. Martin Lings (Abu Bakr Siraj Ad-Din) was a British convert and scholar of Islam. 

He studied at Oxford University and London University, and lectured at Cairo University about and 

Shakespeare. In 1977, he participated in the Conference of Islamic Education in Mecca. Muham-
mad: His life based on the earliest sources is his most famous book, which was praised by the Na-

tional Seerah Conference in Islamabad. He also, however, wrote other books and articles mostly 

about Islam and Shakespeare. 

Although some have criticized this book for using some weak narrations, it is still considered the 

best work on the Prophet in the English language. I think it is the best books for Muslim youth who 

want to learn more about the Prophet, especially for people who do not have a wide background on 

the subject and who cannot read Arabic. 

“Allah and His angels send blessings on the Prophet: O ye that believe! Send ye blessings on him, 
and salute him with all respect.” (Ahzab 73:56) 

BOOK REVIEW 
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Imam Aly Lela grew up in Cairo, Egypt. He graduated from Darul Uloom Cairo University in 

1995 with a bachelors degree in Arabic Language and Islamic Studies. He studied under some 

of the most respected scholars of the Middle East such as Dr. Salah Sultan, Dr. Abdul Sabur 

Shaheen, and Dr. Hasan al-Shafi'i.  

Imam Aly came to the United States in 1999. He has served as the Imam of the Islamic Center 

of Pittsburgh, and Dix Masjid in Dearborn. He has been a faculty member at the Islamic Ameri-

can University since 2003.  

Imam Aly is currently working on a masters degree in Islamic Studies from Wayne State Uni-

versity.  Imam Aly teaches at the MYGD Islam 101 classes, and teaches 11th grade at the 

IAGD Sunday School.

Expressions: What is it that you love most about your career? 

Imam Aly: One thing that I love about my career is that I gain the personal, spiritual, and intel-

lectual fruits when I teach what I know and practice. I see it as a blessing from Allah (SWT) to 

be able to deliver His message to other and help preserve His religion. 

 

E: In what way must we attract more youths to come to the Masjid and get involved in the local 

youth organization? 

IA: The best people for this job are those are their age. Organizing activities and programs is a 

great way to bring in more youth. They don’t have to be entirely educational but it should inter-

est them, make them feel comfortable around people in their age in the Masjid, and help them 

make good, strong friendships with others. 

 

E: Why did you choose to become a scholar and did your parents have an influence on that de-

cision? 

IA: My parents did have a huge impact on my decision to go into this field. My dad was a hafiz 

at age 12 and graduated from Al-Azhar University. My entire family was very active at the lo-

cal Islamic center. My siblings and I were very involved in the youth group. One of the biggest 

reasons I decided to become a scholar is that my whole life, starting from my youth, I was very 

attached to the Quran. I became a hafiz at age 16 and started to lead the Taraweeh at age 17. 

You could say the Quran is my "friend." 

 

E: What was your most memorable moment while studying at the Madrasa? 

IA: Ramadan Quran competitions. Every year on the 27th day of Ramadan there would a Quran 

competition for the youth. A very prominent Shaykh would come and test us on the Surahs that 

we memorized, as well as their meaning and Arabic grammar. Alhamdullillah, for five con-

secutive years, I was able to get first place in this competition. It was very nerve-wracking 

when the Shaykh would test us but the happiness and joy of getting first place would always rid 

me of this tension.

E: Do you think the Muslim youth in general is on the right path towards attaining the pleasure 

of Allah (SWT)? 

IA: We have seen good potential with the youth. In general I am optimistic, but we need to do 

more. We need to accommodate them with the various activities at the Masjid. It won’t happen 

over night. It will take time and we need to put the effort into this task. Gradual steps in this 

process will help build a strong foundation for them and help them pass the deen down to the 

generation after them.         

 

E: What were some challenges you faced as a youth that are either similar or different to what 

we face in our lives? 

IA: Some similar challenges are that the youth are always eager to have fun. They found it con-

tradictory to have fun and at the same time, be a good Muslim. There was also a lot of corrup-

tion in my youth including the media, music, movies, etc. The political environment was differ-

ent in the sense that people were scared to be too religious. We did not have the freedom to 

worship that Muslims living in America have. Different challenges that the youth today have  

in America are Muslims are a minority. Also people here have a negative outlook on Muslims. 

The gender relations here in America is a challenge that youth in my time did not face. People 

also have stereotypes on Muslims here in America that add pressure to Muslims when they 

practice their religion. One of the greatest challenges here in America for the youth is to pre-

serve their identity. All the pressures of drugs, alcohol, gender relations, etc. make it a chal-

lenge for the youth to preserve their identity as Muslims. 

 

E: What are some reasons that would persuade us to pursue a career in Islamic studies? 

IA: We need to understand Islam, practice it, and teach it to Muslims and non-Muslims as well. 

Without having a strong foundation of knowledge, we cannot go to the next step. We need to 

have a rational understanding of our religion. We cannot persuade others if we are ignorant. So 

it all comes down to having a strong foundation of knowledge and understanding of Islam if we 

are to go to the higher level. I think it is important for the youth to go into a higher level of Is-

lamic learning because about 90% of all the Ulema in North America are immigrants and we 

need to have a second generation of Ulema, scholars and Imams because preserving Allah’s 

religion and His message is one of our top priorities in the world which will helps to be suc-

cessful in the Akhirah. 
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Shaykh Ahmad Abdur Rab Rabbani was born in Hyderabad, India. After memorizing the Quran at age 

12, he decided to embark upon the noble path of Islamic scholarship, and enrolled in a rigorous 'Alim 

program at a seminary in Gujarat. 

Shaykh Rabbani studied the Islamic sciences under some of the most distinguished scholars of the Sub-

continent. He also obtained certification in all ten methods of Quranic recitation. After graduating from 

the seminary in 1989, Shaykh Rabbani spent an extra three years of study in Islamic Law, and received 

authorization to interpret Islamic law from Mufti Nawal ur-Rahman, one of the greatest scholars of our 

time, who currently teaches in Chicago. 

Shaykh Rabbani moved to Detroit, and has served as an Imam of IAGD for more than 15 years. He is 

the head of the Sharia Board, Detroit branch. He is a member of the Council of Imams of Michigan and 

the Ulema’ Association of North America. Shaykh Rabbani is very involved with youth activities in the 

community. He leads the weekly MYGD Brothers' Halaqas. He has taught at the MYGD Seminar, and 

the U of M MSA's Sacred Time Project Seminar. He is married, lives in Rochester Hills, MI, and has 4 

children.

Expressions: What is it that you love most about your career? 

Shaykh Rabbani: What I love is when people come to me and ask me a question about Islam, when I 

give them the answer they become satisfied. At the same time I get the satisfaction because I know that 

maybe I helped them get one step closer to Allah (SWT). Also I feel that I am serving humanity and 

serving just to please Allah (SWT). When a person starts to practice what they heard from me when 

they got the answer, you get the reward because it becomes Sadaqah Jariyah. 

 

E: Why did you choose to become a scholar and did your parents have an influence on that decision? 

SR: First of all, my parents wanted and encouraged me to become a Hafiz because of the virtues and 

everything that I would learn from the experience. My dad found out in the early stages that I had the 

potential to further enhance my knowledge in Islam and perhaps pursue a career in Islamic studies. So 

after my hifz, my dad gave me a choice if I wanted continue with Islamic Studies or go into another 

field. I wanted to continue with Islamic Studies. My relatives and family friends asked my dad, “Why 

are you putting your kids in the Madrasa having them go into Islamic Studies?” They said wouldn’t it 

better if they became a doctor or an engineer. My dad said to them, “Yeah, you can go and become a 

doctor or an engineer and make some money but I want them to become my Akhirah.” 

 

E: What was your most memorable moment while studying at the Madrasa? 

SR: (laughs) We used to have student clubs: one for qirat, one for Arabic, and one for speeches (kind of 

like forensics). I was the president of the qirat club. At the end of the year, we would have a big event 

[to celebrate the end of the school year]. Since it was my last year at the Madrasa, I had to organize it, 

and make a speech. I organized everything, and invited everyone, but I kept procrastinating in preparing 

my speech! And there was a kind of pressure on me to do a better speech than last year. It’s an informal 

competition that we used to have between the years. The day of the event came and I still didn’t have 

my speech ready! I delegated all the jobs, and went in an isolated room, and started preparing my 

speech. People looked for, but they couldn’t find me. My teacher was also looking for me, because he 

wanted to look over my speech before I gave it. He couldn’t find me either, so he was very frustrated.

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SR (cont’d): The event started right after Isha. I made my appearance at Isha time, with my speech fi-

nally complete. There was no time for my teacher to read the speech over. He just asked me if every-

thing was ready. I said yes. He asked if the speech was done. I said yes. He asked if there was time to 

look it over. I said no. “Then how will you say it?” he exclaimed. In the end, I did my speech, and my 

teacher was very proud. He said it was the best speech they had heard in years, but it was still one of the 

most nerve-racking moments of my life. 

 

E: We have a lot of youths that are very close to the Masjid Masha’Allah. But for the youths who are 

not as connected to the Masjid, what advice do you have for them? 

SR: We could start by having more games and programs that would attract people to the Masjid, and 

hopefully building a strong bond between them and the Masjid. But my questions is that if these kids 

come only for Jumah prayer, how can you attract them because you cannot just talk to them in the Khut-

bah. The Jumah prayer is for the general public. I think that for the youths who are connected to the 

Masjid, I feel it is their responsibility to attract the other youths and them involved in the youth organi-

zation. 

 

E: How should Muslims youths motivate other Muslims youths to become better Muslims? 

SR: You can’t be teaching Islam all the time. Sometimes you should bring kids to the masjid for things 

like basketball, and other social activities. It’s important to maintain an Islamic environment. Also, it 

should come from their peers, not always from their elders, because they can relate to each other and 

there is no feeling of superiority. Also, we should keep lectures as short as possible. The Masjid is al-

ready the center of the community, but we need to put it into use. For example, if you are going some-

where [together with your Muslim friends], make the masjid your meeting point, and make it a habit to 

pray tahiyyatul masjid (two rukahs of salat when one enters the masjid) any time you meet there. 

 

E: Do you think that the Muslim youth, in general, are heading in the right direction of attaining the 

pleasure of Allah (SWT)? 

SR: From what I have seen the majority is not on the right track. One suggestion to fix this would be 

that it all starts from the family. If the person does not have a strong foundation in the family then it 

would be a great hindrance for the individual to achieve the ultimate goal of attaining the pleasure of 

Allah (SWT). If both of the parents work, then the kid has no one to seek advice for and then they be-

come lost very easily. If the parents are hard on their kids, their kids become rebellious. Not only would 

they not listen to their parents when they become rebellious, but they might leave Islam, which is very 

unfortunate. 
 

E: If there are not many scholars in the area, how should we obtain Islamic knowledge? 

SR: Maybe this was true 10 years ago, but not anymore. Nowadays, Alhamdulillah, there are many 

scholars in the United States , especially our community of Greater Detroit. There are also many Islamic 

websites that offer online courses. Some examples are sunnipath.org, zaytuna.org, 

zamzamacademy.com, sacredlearning.com. It’s also important to remember that if you attend an Islamic 

class and are not satisfied (with regards to organization, professionalism, etc.), then do NOT stop com-

ing. Instead, offer your help in improving the class. The organizers of these classes try very hard to im-

prove constantly, and they always welcome input from students and offers to help. By doing this, these 

problems can actually be solved for the benefit of the entire community.
